1. PRODUCT DESIGNATION

1.1. The office safe (hereinafter referred to as the safe) is intended for storing
valuable things and ensuring an authorized access to them.
1.2. Both documents and material valuables can be stored in the safe.

2. STORAGE CONDITIONS AND MAINTENANCE

2.1. The safe must be stored and used under the following conditions: (1)
ambient temperature - from 5°C go 40°C, (2) relative humidity - no more than
80%. Only one safe can be placed on top of another one if safes are stored in
original containers.

2.2. The room for storage and maintenance must be free of dust, open
moisture sources, fungus, acid or alkali fumes, corrosive gases and other
corrosive substances which can damage the safe’s metal and decorative
coating. Any exposure to direct sunlight and sudden temperature drops cannot
be allowed.

2.3. It is prohibited move the safe, holding the handles, locks or keys.

2.4. Before starting to use the safe, read and understand this Manual and the
operation manual for mechanical combination lock (electronic combination
lock).

2.5. For using, the safe will be installed on its bottom on horizontal surface.

3. PREPARATION FOR USE

3.1. Preparation procedure.

3.2. How to use the safe.

The safe is delivered with the locked door.

Opening of the safe.

Unlock the door following the lock operation manual (electronic combination
lock). Pull the door smoothly and open it.

Locking of the safe.

Close the door. Lock the door following the lock operation manual (electronic
combination lock).

3.3. Move the door smoothly for avoidance of injuries and door damage.

4. WALL-MOUNTING AND FLOOR MOUNTING OF THE SAFE

4.1. The safe should be mounted on the wall or the floor to prevent its any
unauthorized removal. Use two holes on the back side (bottom) for attaching
the safe to the wall (floor).

4.2. The safe is mounted on the wall (floor) by two screws, using two dowels.
Mark and drill two holes in the wall (floor). Fix the dowels in these holes. Insert
the screws in the back side (bottom) of the safe and twist them into the
dowels.
